Seven graduates will be inducted into the Annual East Haven High School Alumni Associationôs Hall of Fame on Sun-

day, Nov. 20, 2016 at the Country House, East Haven. Slated for induction are: Ralph Gagliardi ô51; Lou Anastasio,ô58; 

Ed Crisafi, ô70; Ed Muzyka,ô82; Julie Oca Church,ô90; Robert Coyle ô97; and Elizabeth ñSissyò Gam-

bardella,ô03. This year marks the 30th anniversary of the event.  

Lou Anastasio has distinguished himself as an athlete, coach, educator, musician and public servant. The hall-

mark of his life, particularly in relation to the townôs youth, centers around aquatics. After playing football and captain-

ing the EHHS swim team, he earned bachelorôs and masterôs degrees in Education from SCSU. He taught for 34 years, 

primarily at EHHS, and, during that time, he initiated several educational, cultural and athletic programs. In athletics, he 

started and coached a water polo team and coached the boysô swim team, including four All-State-swimmers. He found-

ed and coached the first Co-op Girls Swim Team to several winning seasons and State ñTop Ten Swim Teamò rankings. 

He founded and coached the Big Blues Swim Club to several championships; served on the CIAC Boys Swim Commit-

tee; and chaired the Summer Nutmeg Swim League. He helped make East Havenôs town pool a reality. He served as 

vice-chair of the Recreation and Athletic Commission, served on the Tweed New Haven Airport and Wetlands Com-

missions, and presently volunteers as Aquatic coordinator for the East Haven Town Pool and director of East Haven 

Aquatics. He has two daughters and four grandchildren and lives in East Haven with his wife Kathleen.  

Julie Oca Church holds both bachelorôs and masterôs degrees from SCSU, as well as certification as an Educa-

tional Leadership Intermediate Administrator. For 14 years, she has taught in several elementary school grades in East 

Haven. Since 2011, she has served as an instructional coach in Mathematics, collaborating with math teachers, as well 

as providing remedial math instruction to students. Julie has coached the EHHS Pom-Pom Squad, which qualified for 

both the State and Regional competitions; established a Uniform Depot for families at Momauguin School; and served 

as a school test coordinator for the Smarter Balanced Assessment. In 2016, she organized the first-ever district-wide 

Math Bowl. Julie resides in Griswold with her husband David. 

Robert Coyle led the area in hockey scoring (73 points) in his junior year and was named to the All-Area Hockey 

Team. During his senior year, he once again led in area scoring with 89 points (50 goals and 39 assists). A tri-captain 

during his senior year, Bobby led the team to a regular season record of 19-0, winning 24 consecutive games. His team 

won back-to-back SCC Division II titles, and he was State runner-up, Division II, in his senior year. That same year, 

Bobby was named the New Haven Register All-Area MVP and was named to the All-SCC and All-State Teams. He 

also holds the school record for most career points (252).

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Edward Crisafi has lived and breathed sports his whole life. During high school, he lettered in basketball and golf 

for three years. He was named to the All-Housatonic Basketball Team and was awarded honorable mention on the All-

State Team. Ed attended SCSU, earning bachelorôs and masterôs degrees in Physical Education. Since then, he has used his 

educational preparation both in the classroom and on the field of play. He began his coaching career as EHHS assistant 

basketball coach (1977-80). Later basketball coaching stints included associate head coach (NHHS, 1980-87); varsity head 

coach (EHHS, 1987-94); varsity head coach (NHHS, 1994-2005); and assistant varsity head coach (EHHS, 2006-08; 2013

-present). Ed achieved great success as varsity head coach of the EHHS softball teams for 22 years (1994-present). During 

that time, his teams compiled a 260-186 record. His teams earned six Oronoque Championships; the 2014 squad was Class 

M runner-up; and the 2015 team became State Class L Champions. A physical education teacher at the East Haven Middle 

School, Ed was named to the 2010 New Haven Tap-Off Club Hall of Fame and was recognized by the New Haven Soft-

ball Umpires as ñCoach of the Yearò in 2013 and 2015. The New Haven Register named him ñArea Coach of the Year,ò 

also in 2013 and 2015. He and his wife Kathleen live in North Haven and have two children, Jeff and Kayla. 

Ralph Gagliardi earned an associateôs degree from Quinnipiac University and a bachelorôs degree from UConn, 

both in Business. After serving with the U.S. Army Combat Engineers, he joined Phoenix Mutual Life Insurance in N.Y.C. 

as a group sales representative. Upon returning to Connecticut, he became VP of Sales for Consolidated Group Trust and 

later founded and was CEO of Group Benefit Administrators of Connecticut. Ralph served the Town of Branford for 14 

years on the RTM; six years on the Board of Education; and one year as chair of the Economic Development Commission. 

A 45-year member of the Lions Club, Ralph served as president of the Branford Club; received the Melvin Jones Award;

During his hockey career, he earned Honorable Mention 

to the All-Housatonic Boys Ice Hockey Team as a junior and, as varsity captain during his senior year, led his teammates 

to the State Championship Finals, following which he was named to the All-Tournament Team. In 1982, he became the 

first EHHS hockey defenseman selected First Team All-Housatonic, and was also named to the All-State Second Team.
